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Extreme weather is weather that is out of the ordinary and therefore, has been seldom seen,
until recently, that is. It includes such things as heat waves, cold waves, droughts, heavy rain, floods,
landslides, and typhoons. Extreme weather arises out of climatic instability, and as such, is difficult
to predict. Much of this kind of weather is associated with climate change, but some of it is due to
natural weather cycles. Extreme weather can bring with it serious side effects, such as those
mentioned above, that ruin property, cost much money in damage, and negatively impact normal
lives.

Generally, extreme weather is most likely not brought on by just one cause. Many situations
probably contribute to climatic trouble. Human activity is one of those situations and is thought to
play a role in the upsurge in climate changes. Some of the ways in which humans add to the climate
problems are building of solid structures with hard surfaces such as roads, buildings, and sidewalks.
Here, water that falls naturally does not enter soil, but instead, it flows down roads and streets,
moving outwardly, causing urban floods. Cutting down trees also contributes to other problems
such as landslides because tree roots do not hold soil together firmly.

Perhaps the biggest effect extreme weather has is economic. It goes without saying that post-
disaster flooding costs innumerable amounts in agricultural and domestic home reconstruction,
heavy rains cost large amounts in urban infrastructure repair, and heavy winds such as those found
in typhoons cost uncountable amounts in high-rise building repair and power line servicing. With
the recent extreme weather rearing its ugly head more recently, it's a wonder not more severe

occurrences have happened.
